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Community Health Trust Announces 2024-2025 Grant and Scholarship Recipients

[Watsonville, California, June 6, 2024] The Community Health Trust of Pajaro Valley (CHT) awarded $210,000 in grants to 14 local organizations whose work aligns with CHT’s strategic plan of building health equity and increasing wellness in the Pajaro Valley.

The Grants Review Committee of CHT received 43 applications for the 2024-2025 grant cycle, which resulted in a highly competitive pool of contenders. Ultimately,14 community-based organizations were selected and awarded $15,000 for the 2024-2025 fiscal year.

CHT also distributed $85,200 in scholarships to 39 Pajaro Valley Unified School District students and 20 Cabrillo College students aspiring to pursue careers in the field of health and human services, including Public Health, Behavioral Health, Clinical Professions, and Environmental Health.
